Teach players the mnemonic for remembering
the names and order of the planets: “My Very
Excellent Mother Just Served Us Nine Pizzas,”
which stands for Mercury, Venus, Earth, Mars,
Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus, Neptune, and the dwarf
planet Pluto. Have your readers repeat this
mnemonic several times.
